Using the Cordless Percussion Drill

1. Wear protective equipment including ear defenders and goggles.

2. Do not force the drilling machine harder than it can work. It will damage the machine
and the batteries.

3. Check the biggest drill bit that the machine can use - if overloaded, the drill bit
may jam, causing the machine to rotate. This can cause serious hand or wrist
injury or break the drill bit. Switch off immediately to prevent damage or injury.

4. Check the correct rotation has been selected before starting to use the drill. Do not
try to change the rotation while the machine is running

5. Switch off the hammer action if wood or metal is to be drilled. Ensure the correct
drill bit is fitted.

6. Ensure there are no hidden electric cables or pipes carrying gas or water in the
area to be drilled.

7. Look for signs that vibration may be affecting hands. If fingers start to tingle or
feel numb take a short break from drilling. Exercise fingers to encourage blood
circulation.

8. To help prevent vibration affecting hands operate the machine for shorter periods.
Keep hands warm — wearing gloves may help to do this.

9. Stop work if approached.

10. Keep hands clear of the rotating parts.

11. Keep all air vents clear of dust. Do not block air vents with hands.
12. Switch off before leaving the cordless percussion drill unattended.

13. If the equipment does not work properly, do not attempt to repair it. Contact the
hire company.

1. Electricity, even low voltage, can be hazardous and must | ...--
always be used with care.

2. Plan work ahead to ensure working safely.

3. The rechargeable batteries in cordless tools may contain toxic
chemicals. Take care.
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4. The cordless percussion drill is designed for drilling in concrete,
masonry or brickwork in places where mains electricity is not allowed or not available.

5. The cordless percussion drill can also be used to drill metal and wood and to drive in
screws when the percussion action is switched off. The appropriate drill bits or attachments
must be used.

6. The action of the cordless percussion drill can cause injury or damage if the machine is not
used in a careful and controlled way.

7. Ifyou have not used a cordless percussion drill before, familiarise yourself with the machine
on some straightforward work before starting on the main task.

8. The following items of personal protective equipment must be available as a minimum:
goggles; dust mask (minimum of FFP3(s) protection); ear muffs/plugs giving protection for
levels up to 80 dB(A).

9. Avresidual current device (rcd) will be required if charging batteries from a 230volt mains supply.
10. The machine must not be used by minors or by anyone under the influence of drugs or alcohol.

11. The cordless percussion drill is designed for operation by an able bodied adult. Anyone with
