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Using the Hedge Trimmer

1.  Wear your protective equipment including ear defenders to EN352, goggles or
appropriate full face shield to EN166 and heavy duty work gloves made of a
durable material (e.g.leather).

2. Make sure there is no-one in your area of work.
3. Always hold the hedge trimmer firmly with both hands.

4. Make sure the cutting blade is running at full speed before starting to cut into the
hedge.

5. Do not try to cut thick twigs. This hedge trimmer is for trimming foliage.

6. Do not try to cut off all growth in one pass, remove it one layer at a time. Make
sure that you can control the amount you are removing before you take off the
final layer.

7. Beware of debris that may be thrown out by the trimming blade.

8. If the hedge trimmer starts to labour and slow down do not force it so hard. Do
not overload the engine.

9. Stop the hedge trimmer if someone approaches you.

10. Stop the engine and make sure the trimming blade has stopped before making
adjustments.

11. Stop the engine before leaving the machine unattended.

12. If your equipment does not work properly do not attempt to repair it. Contact the
hire company.
